The Evangelical Lutheran Church of 
Bethanien building stands, as it was built at 
Izotsha, in 1903. 
 
The congregation has changed from being a 
typical German congregation to a thoroughly 
mixed congregation retaining the German 
heritage. It has also moved from a farming 
community to a more urbanized community. 
 
A characteristic of this congregation is its 
inclusiveness, in that it tries to provide a 
home to people from all walks of life, 
language, culture, age and background and accommodate visitors and holiday makers to the 
South Coast. 

One of the latest 
additions to the 
Church building 
has been two 
beautiful stained 
glass windows in 
the front section of 
the church in 2010. 
The first window 
depicting God as 
the creator, the 
centre arch with 
the crucifix 
depicting God 
revealed through 
Christ, and the 
window on the 
right showing the 
presence of God in 
this world through 
his Holy Spirit.
